Financial Aid
If you expect to receive credit refunds due to financial aid awards, your instructors will verify your attendance — all you need to do is attend class.
Instructors do not need to sign or initial your class schedule. Please understand that your instructor’s teaching schedule will not allow him/her to
verify your attendance immediately after your class ends. Many instructors teach back-to-back classes and will need time to verify attendance for
ALL students.
You will be notified via e-mail to your MyDSCC mailbox if/when any refunds are processed for transmission to an account as directed by
you on your ACH Payment Enrollment Authorization Form.
A photo ID must be presented and class attendance verified before refunds are processed and released. Your financial aid will be used first
to pay your fees.

Cost of Attendance at DSCC
Tuition is $111 per semester hour for 12 credit hours. For every semester hour over 12 hours, tuition is $6.00 per credit hour. There is an additional
fee of $27.75 per credit hour for DSCC online courses. For Regents Online Degree Program (RODP) courses, there is an additional fee of $44.00
per credit hour. Additionally, all students pay a $10 Campus/Center Access Fee, a $10 International Studies fee, and a $3 Student Activity Fee. A
Technology Access Fee is assessed based on the number of credit hours in which the student enrolls. The fee varies from $72 for three credit
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hours to $90 for four credit hours to $112.50 for five or more credit hours. For students who register after the first day of class, a $10 Late
Registration Fee is also assessed.

Out-of-state tuition is charged to students who are not residents of Tennessee except for residents of Pemiscot and Dunklin Counties in Missouri
and Mississippi County in Arkansas. In addition to the tuition fees listed previously, students who are classified as out-of-state for fee-paying
purposes must pay out-of-state tuition. As with other fees, the amount is subject to change.

Refund Policy

Refunds are calculated as follows:

A. Refunds of Tuition only are allowed for the first 25% of the term. No refunds will be made beyond the 25% period.

B. 100% of fees will be refunded for classes canceled by the institution.

C. 100% of fees will be refunded for "drops" or "withdrawals" prior to the first official day of the respective summer term. No refund will be
made during the official registration period. If you drop a class or withdraw completely on the first day of the term, you are not in the
100% refund period.

D. 100% of fees will be refunded in case of student’s death.

Refund policy for students receiving Title IV aid is subject to change by the Federal Government.
